Archetypes And The Beebe Model

We usually understand the functions in attitude (Se,Si,Ne,Ni,Te Ti,Fe Fi) in the context of
dominant functions or in the form of an inferior, fourth function. Beebe offers us a model
hypothesising that all eight functions in attitude co-exist in each individual’s psyche. He
also offers a means of perceiving the difference between a function as a dominant as
against any other position in the psyche.

The Friday session uses video clips to illustrate the eight dominant functions in attitudes.
The clips are taken from the following movies: Simon Birch, Now Voyager, Seinfeld and
Prince of Tides. Video of Nelson Mandela, Bill Clinton, and John Howard are also included.

The Saturday sessions outline the archetypes, including Beebe's application of the
archetypes to extend Grant's Myers-Briggs model and illustrate for the psyche of ISFP
preferences. Other archetypes relevant to participants will be explored as time permits.
